LUNGE LINE SCORE SHEET
This class should define what it means to be a “Western Pleasure prospect”. Score based on 80 points movement, 20 conformation, and up to 5 points use of circle.
Horses are inspected as they enter and before commencing of lunge line section. Excessive bucking, or running off, disobedience of cues, breaking gait or wrong lead, stumbling or
falling should be penalized at the judges discretion.
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PLACING

horse’s structural suitability for future
performance under saddle.

USE OF CIRCLE (approx 8mt)
+5 points(Good to Excellent use of the circle)
Horse consistently stays on the perimeter of

the circle with slight looseness in the line.
Horse turns around on the circle perimeter.

+ 3 points (Average use of the circle)
Horse is only slightly inconsistent in using

the 25’ radius of the circle.

+1 point (Adequate use of the circle)

Horse is shown in a circle radius of less
than 25’

0 point (General use of the circle)
Potentially dangerous slack in the line
Horse pulls exhibitor out of circle.

PENALITIES
-5 points per infraction

Failure to demonstrate the correct lead,
Failure to perform gait for an adequate

distance to allow proper evaluation.
DISQUALIFICATION
Evidence of lameness, Horse falls.

Improper equipment, evidence of abuse,
exhibitor disrespectful to judge, or other

violation of HSAA rules.
Blatant striking of horse to cause forward or
lateral movement with lunge whip.

Horse steps over or becomes entangled in the
lunge line.

Failure to show at all three gaits in both
directions.
Horse becomes loose in the arena.
